VOTE ON THE BYLAWS

CVARC members attending the
March 2007 meeting voted with near
unanimity to recommend to the April
Annual Meeting that the Bylaws now
on file with the IRS and the Vermont
Secretary of State be confirmed,
endorsed and reaffrmed as the
official Bylaws of CVARC. The March
vote fulfills the requirement that any
ten members of the club may initiate
a vote on the bylaws and the
requirement that a meeting date for
the vote be uniquely identified.

Members of the club have also
received the February 2007 Special
Bylaws Edition of QFQ which
presented the bylaws currently on file
with the IRS and the Secretary of
State along with the old bylaws for

comparison purposes. This
document fulfills the requirements
that the Secretary advise the

membership of the differences in the
old and new bylaws prior to the
annual or special meeting called for
the purpose of amending the bylaws.

The bylaws on file have been
available on the W1BD web site for



many months and all members are encouraged
to print themselves a copy and to commit the
contents to heart and memory. This document
defines how we are to live together as a group
and any procedure or conduct or business not
allowed by the bylaws is *“out of order.”
Because CVARC is now incorporated and has
received preferred tax status from the IRS, we
as a club must more than ever conduct
ourselves and club business in strict
accordance with the bylaws lest our tax status
be jeopardized.

Let us also agree by mutual consent to live
with these bylaws for a couple of years before
we amend them in any way. If we move so
much as a comma, the IRS wants to make
sure that we have not now allowed some
activity that was formerly prohibited to 501-C-3
organizations. So any amendment requires
that our bylaws be resubmitted to the IRS for
approval. Your consensus on this matter will
be most appreciated.

Here are several worthy admonitions from
Robert's Rules of Order: “Great care should be
exercised in amending constitutions, etc., to
comply with every rule in regard to their
amendment.” “The one word amend covers
any change whatsoever in the constitution,
etc., whether it is a word or a paragraph that is
added or struck out, or replaced by another
word or paragraph, or whether a new
constitution, etc., is substituted for the old one.”
“A rule requiring the giving of a specified notice
of certain motions, as an amendment of the by-
laws, cannot be suspended by general consent
or by a unanimous vote.”

The club’'s vote on its bylaws at the April
annual meeting will confirm them as officially
representing the will of the club and will
establish an easy to follow paper trail of
parliamentary protocol and procedure that
does not exist in older documents and records.
Your outgoing president has been a “lone
voice” on this issue because it is the first duty
of your executive officer to assure that
CVARC's strict adherence to its parliamentary
protocols and procedures is unambiguous.
And this is especially and now critically true
with our new preferred tax status. The club’s
indulgence and forbearance with my leadership
on this issue has been most appreciated.

ARRL RED CROSS POSITION
STATEMENT

The ARRL has released a position statement
regarding the implementation of a background
check procedure by the American Red Cross:

The statement was released to address ARRL
members' concerns prior to a March 31, 2007,
compliance deadline set by the Red Cross.
The application of the background check policy
to Amateur Radio operators providing
communication services to the Red Cross --
either as Red Cross volunteers or as ARES
members -- is the subject of continuing
discussions between the ARRL and the Red
Cross. Therefore, the position statement is
subject to change. The ARRL will announce
any such revisions and updates on its Web
site. -- ARRL
