The Old Reliable 807 
 
I’m sitting here in my shack the 
evening after the Corporate Cup 
Challenge race cogitating on what 
went well, what went wrong and what 
we could do better.  As a pilot, I was 
taught to always critique my most 
recent flight and to learn from it.  I 
think we can all do a similar exercise 
when we are out using our radios for 
events.  First, we should never lose 
sight of the fact that we exist to serve 
the public in times of need, and doing 
these various events is excellent 
training for a time we may be 
desperately needed with our toys. 
 
First, I thought it went well,  we had 
an excellent turn-out and were able to 
provide frequent updates on the 
position of the front (and rear) 
runners.  We got some good publicity 
from the announcer and a good 
visible presence.  I had a couple of 
inactive hams come up to me and talk 
about my little “box” and my J pole 
antenna.  I thought using tactical call 
signs worked well and eliminated 
some confusion.  Our radios all 
worked well and we didn’t have any 
dead spots.  What could have been 
better would be our accuracy in 
reporting the numbers.  We had a 
couple of cases where by the time the 

announcer got the number, the 
gender was wrong, so some where 
we messed up. 
 

The numbers are difficult to read in 
the various places they appear on the 
runners, I can easily miss a number 
when I hear it and relay to the liaison, 
and the liaison is working in a terribly 
high noise environment, so there is a 
chance for a mistake there.  It ends 
up being like a game of telephone.  
You younger members may have 
never played it, but us old timers 
used to whisper a message to the 
next person in a line and see what 
the message sounded like at the 
other end.  It was often very funny 
and had nothing to do with the 
original message.  I think we all did a 
great job, but it does point out a need 
for better accuracy in an actual 
emergency. 
 

The first idea is to have more 
information when we start out.  We 
discovered that the runners and the 
walkers had different colored 
numbers and their may have been 
number limits for each group which 
would be helpful for us to know ahead 
of time.  The next place is the control 
point and it would be better if I had a 
scribe, or a least a piece of paper to 
write the numbers down on.  At times 
the information was coming in faster 
than I could turn it over.  The last 
piece of the puzzle is the person at 
the announcer’s desk trying to hear 
the radio over the loud speakers and 
make the announcer hear accurately 
what she says. 
 
I have had two ideas on that.  First, 
and I think the obvious short- term 
solution would be a headset for that 
person.  A far more elegant solution 
would be to use our new digital 
technology and just set a laptop up 
beside an HT and transmit the data 
on a screen direct from control to the 
announcer and eliminate a major 
source of potential error.  This 
situation is very similar to potential 
emergency situations where the place 
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we need to get the information to will be hectic, 
noisy, and stressful.  We have the technology 
to do this and I think it would really be a great 
”Gee Whiz” type of demonstration as to what 
our capabilities are.  I would like to challenge 
us as a club to get this technology up and 
running dependably before the start of next 
years season for doing this type of event. 
 
We have at least four more opportunities to 
help with this type of event early this summer 
and it’s a great opportunity for us all to learn 
and improve our skills while having a great 
time with our toys and our friends all the while 
being public servants and helping out our 
neighbors in a highly visible manner.  It just 
doesn’t get much better than that. 
 
Thanks to all who participate in these events 
and I encourage everyone to get involved at 
some level, be it on the street, behind a rig, or 
working with the technology and computers; 
just be sure to have fun. 
 
Until next time, remember, always tune for 
minimum smoke.

Steve KA1LHZ Board’s Tower Project 

I've enclosed a few pics of the tower. A few 
dimensions are in order.  The concrete base in 
the picture is 4' square above ground. It goes 
down 4' and is 6' across underground (about 3 
yards of concrete). There is 50' of #4 copper 
wire under the base for grounding as well as 
an 8' grounding rod. The sections are 350-400 
lbs each and are 25' long, 27" per side. It has 
torque arms which are triangles (51" on a side) 
at 45' and 85' for the insulated guy wires. It will 
be shunt fed for 160 meters and also have 
rotatable phased 2 and 6 meter beams on the 
top as well as my 147.30 repeater antenna on 
it. The antennas will be fed with Andrews 1-1/4 
and 1-5/8 hardline. N1IOL and I brought the 
tower up to Vermont from my uncles (N2WM) 
house. I'm going to use approximately 1200' of 
3/8" guy wire on it with fiberglass insulators 
and ceramic insulators to make the  guy wires 
non resonant. I have 21,000 feet of wire to use 
for the radial system. I managed to wirebrush 
and paint half the section that is laying across 
the other 2 sections this past weekend. The 
hexagon loop is a VLF loop for 160 khz (1750 
meters). That is only a temporary mounting 
location for the loop.  Between this project and 
getting the first floor of the house up this 
summer, I've got a full plate. Hope the pics 
show up. [They did, WOW!...KB1NGQ]

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Vermont’s Amateur Radio Clubs

The newest Vermont  kid on the block is an 
association of various folk who are very 
interested in the world above 144 MHz and the 
bourgeoning technology currently appearing on 
the market including various Internet protocols.  
The “team” envisions a multifaceted long term 
mission which includes: 
 

---  the exploration of the possibilities and 
limitations of 144 MHz and 440 MHz digital 
voice and data and 1.2 GHz high speed 
digital data communications in mountainous 
terrain.   
  
---    linking Vermont’s underutilized 2 meter 
repeaters via 440 MHz or Internet and 
helping individuals and clubs with financial 
problems maintain and improve their 
repeaters. 
 
---   facilitating the establishment in Vermont 
of a statewide network of VHF and UHF 
machines that are independent of the power 
grid that can provide reliable  hand held and 
mobile communication in the event of a 
statewide or local emergency. 
 

In the short term, the team is pleased to 
announce that three new coordinated 
repeaters (2 meter, 440 and 1.2 GHz) are 
being installed on the North arête of Mt. Ellen 
in Fayston, VT at almost 4,000 feet above sea 
level.   If all goes as planned, they will be ready 
for use by Field Day. 
 
A new Icom 2 meter repeater will provide 
unprecedented local coverage for amateurs in  
Vermont’s Mad River Valley and Champlain 
Valley as well as in the North Central Vermont  
region in general.  This repeater can provide 
backup to the Williamstown and Bolton 
machines and for other repeaters which are 
difficult to access for repairs during the winter . 
The frequency is 145.410 megahertz, down 
600 with a variety of  tones depending upon 
what you wish to do.  
 
During June and July the repeater will function 
“locally” as we explore its range and dead 
spots.  Please “Ker-Chunk” the repeater from a 

variety of locations and keep note of where you 
cannot get the courtesy beep in return.   
 
In August we will bring up the ability to link to 
other 2 meter repeaters in the “wider area” via 
440 link and there will be a separate pl tone for 
this function.  In September we will begin 
intercontinental experiments with the world via 
the New England Network Echo Link 
connection and this too will have its own pl 
tone for that function.     
 
A new Icom 440 repeater will replace the aging 
Micor currently in service on the mountain and 
can be linked on demand with other 440 
machines as well as link the new 2 meter 
repeater to other 2 meter repeaters in Vermont 
providing a “local” and “wide area” dimension 
that has heretofore been nonexistent.  You’ll 
find an explanation of how this is done as well 
as an operator’s protocol on the K1VIT 
website.  That website will be up and running 
shortly and we will pass the word when 
available. 
 
A new Icom “D Star” repeater operating on 1.2 
GHz will be available for exploring high speed 
digital data communication initially but will 
eventually include digital voice as well.  For 
example, I hope to be able to surf the Internet 
at 128K/sec from my RV camp on Isle La Motte 
via this repeater.  If successful, imagine the 
number of prospective new hams with boats on 
Lake Champlain within line of sight of Mt. Ellen! 
 
The Vermont Interconnect Team is currently 
writing its Bylaws and making application with 
the Vermont Secretary of State for 
Incorporation as a non profit.  We will also seek 
501-C-3 tax status from the Internal Revenue 
Service.  The task of linking our state above 
144 MHz is formidable and will require the 
backing of not only other amateur radio clubs 
and individuals, but corporations, businesses 
and foundations as well.

HOW K1VIT CAME TO BE 
 

As the ARRL Emergency Coordinator for the 
Mad River Valley, I purchased a used Micor 
Repeater at the May 2005 Hoss Traders with 
the intent of installing it somewhere in the 
middle of the Valley and  using it only in the 
event of an emergency or to practice for an 
emergency. 
 

When Richard W1RCH Hiscock (whose attic 
would have been ideal) moved to Ferrisberg, I 
consulted with Ken KB1GPQ Blair about 
approaching the local phone company re 
housing a repeater at their site just north of the 
Hiscock’s.  Ken noted that intermod studies, et 
al., might make this impossible, but identified a 
site on his land in Warren that would be most 
suitable for a local repeater to be used in 
emergencies only.   
 

As luck would have it, the transmit frequency of 
the used Micor was 145.41 MHz and the more 
we monitored this frequency the more apparent 
it became that it would disturb no one if located 
in the Blair’s attic or in an high altitude location!  
A trip to Mt Ellen on Thursday October 19, 
2006 by N1GBB, KB1NBN and W1ATT 
confirmed the site with easy contacts from 
WA1LIE, W1WRW, N1FMP, KB1NDS, 
KB1MFQ and W1AEW. 
 
Enter Chris N1GBB Knox and Jonathan 
KB1LYU  Thereault who already had a 440 
repeater  and a digipeter installed on Mt Ellen 
and who had just incorporated as Lost-Nation-
Communications, an Icom dealer for our area.  
They wished to install a new 440 repeater on 
Mt Ellen and with the help of a benefactor 
purchased  five Icom ID-1 transceivers  and 
received a “complimentary” 1.2 GHz repeater 
from ICOM which they donated to the Team.  
Jonathan and Chris have agreed to provide ID-
1 transceivers to area hams at cost to get the 
program up and going. 
 
An “angel” was located to purchase a new 
2meter Icom repeater and K1VIT was granted 
the coordinated 145.41 repeater frequency pair 
by Vermont’s ARRL Repeater Coordinator, 
Mitch W1SJ Stern, on April 21,  2007. 
 
When the web site is up and running, you will 
find more information and details about 
membership opportunities and a few meeting 
dates.  We hope and expect that all who use 
the repeaters will support the Vermont 
Interconnect Team with a generous donation.  
 
Vermonters who have Echo Link on their 
laptops will be able to check in with their ham 
friends and families when traveling to far flung 
destinations such as Alaska, Germany, South 
Africa and all US ports through the New 
England Network.  Details will be on the 
website.   
 
The Team is not unaware that its site on Mt 
Ellen is so spectacular that its repeaters may 
become very popular in North Central Vermont 
and that will give rise inevitably to personality 
and procedural conflicts.  Please know that we 
have a conflict resolution model in mind which 
we hope will receive widespread support and 
enable everyone to enjoy this new asset.
