Field Day is one of a ham 
operators most anticipated days of the year for 
several good reasons.  It’s a contest, it has DX 
in it, its fun, it involves our friends and fellow 
club members, its experimentation, and it has 
the element of emergency preparedness.  I 
didn’t mention the food or the late night “pets”.   

I recently read an article in the July issue of 
WorldRadio in which Jim, NN0Q had his own 
“Field Day”.  It struck me as a great idea.  Jim 
lives in a remote area with no club or fellow 
hams close by and he had a number of health 
issues that prevented him from driving a 
distance to participate.  So, he set up his own 
“Field Day” on a day that worked for him, 
assembled his equipment, and got on the air.  
He learned a bunch about what worked and 
what didn’t, experimented with a “Skeleton 
Cone” antenna which he described as the 
precursor to the G5RV and in general had a 
great time.  There is no reason why any of us 
can’t do the same thing.  Pick a nice day, a 
favorite location and go set up and operate for 
as long as you want to.  You won’t make the 
pages of QST in all probability, but you can 
have some fun, learn about your equipment 
and practice your emergency preparedness 
drills.  Many of us have compromised QTHs, 
so what could be better than the top of our 
favorite mountain, state park, beach or 
wherever and just throw up a wire antenna, 
hook the wires to the car battery, or in Jim’s 
case, use a jump-start pac and see what 
happens when you throw the “Big Switch”.  I’ve 
talked to several hams that hiked up a 
mountain, plugged their H-T into a better 
antenna than the rubber ducky and were Dxing 
hundreds of miles on 2 meters simplex.  The 
sky is clearly the limit for us, we are only 
limited by our own imagination, so go out and 
try something new, have some fun and be 
careful, you just might learn something and 
along the way become a better operator.
